
Photo Requirements for Photography Portfolio

The following list outlines what images will need to be turned in for your final portfolio (part of your final exam).  You will need 20 images and all of them must be new and follow a theme.  Please make sure to read CAREFULLY! All images need to be printed out in color (unless they are b/w images) on photo paper.  Presentation is a large part of the portfolio grade so make sure the images are high quality.  Images should be no smaller than 4x6 or true digital prints. Each portfolio should be presented in a well thought out way with clean craft. You need to choose a minimum of 4 categories from the following to use as guidelines in your portfolio.

 (EXAMPLE: my theme would be apples. So I could have several pictures of apples showing color, contrast, movement, pattern etc. I could have photos of apple trees for landscape and detail. For a portrait category I could have someone juggling or eating apples) For action I could show an apple being cut, for photojournalism I could have a photo essay on how to make an apple pie or I could have a rotten core)
